
In 2004, after playing for 33 years as a personal spiritual practice, Michael encountered the indigenous 
spiritual ceremonies of the Peruvian Amazon. These deep explorations into the world of nature spirits led 
to an intense 16-month wave of composition, resulting in the music of his two first recordings Famous in 
Mongolia and Lost in Tierra del Fuego. This body of work is called the Medicine Path. In all his performances, 
Michael plays from these works first, and always in a spirit of devotion to  
the angelic forces that brought the music to him.

In 2006, a second wave of compositions began, in a very new style now referred to as 
“acoustic psychedelic chill”. These pieces combine the hypnotic grooves and transcendent 
waves of their genre with the incredible virtuosity that has resulted from a lifetime  
of devoted practice. 

Many of Michael’s performances take place in churches, where the acoustics and 
the atmosphere lend themselves to an experience with music that rekindles a deep 
understanding, love and commitment to harmony. Audience members often describe being 
carried far into themselves, or having unusual experiences. Above all, they leave with a sense  
of renewed hope and wonder.
